“FOND REMBRANCES of KIDD’S MILL and BETHEL CHURCH” will be the focus of the June meeting.  Carl Patsche will lead a slide presentation and historical program.  He will bring back memories for many who have gone on the walk to Kidd’s Mill and toured the Bethel Church Graveyard.  These are both subjects that are dear to Carl’s heart and he is eager to share his knowledge with you. He has first-hand experience in going back to where Kidd’s Mill had been and also walking the graveyard at Bethel Church.    John Ratkovitch will share in presenting this program by showing several large size posters with photos.  These posters were given to John by Kathryn Slasor when she moved to Florida last year.
